      Sergio Coronado comes from a family of immigrants from Chihuahua, Mexico. He was born on September 26,1959 at Hotel Dieu in El Paso, TX. His father, Lazaro, was a farm worker who also later worked as a machine operator in construction. His mother Alicia, looked after the family as a homemaker. Together they raised two children Sergio and Roberto (Bob). 

      Sergio began his studies in Mexico, and as the family moved, he attended public school in Albuquerque and Las Cruces, New Mexico. He attended school in Canutillo from third grade onward. While in school, Sergio was also working in various field jobs such as picking cotton, onions, and other seasonal crops. From this he learned the value of hard work and the importance of an education. 

      Sergio’s commitment to education was recognized when in 1978 he graduated Valedictorian of his Senior class from Canutillo High School. He went on to college at the University of Texas at El Paso and in 1982 graduated with high honors with a Bachelor's degree of Science in Psychology and a Minor in Biology. That same year Sergio began his legal studies at the University of Texas at Austin School of Law. During his second year of law school, Sergio and Kathy Navarrete were married. While at law school, Sergio first worked at the University of Texas at Austin Student Attorney’s Office; afterward he worked with the Texas Attorney General’s Office at the Prosecutor Assistance Section. His graduation from law school in 1985 was followed by passing the bar exam without delay.

      Sergio then took a position as Assistant County Attorney for the Travis County Attorney’s Office. During this time he also worked as an instructor for the Conviser/Miller (C.P.A.) Review. In 1986 Sergio and Kathy moved back to live in their home town of El Paso, Texas, where he accepted a position as Assistant County Attorney for the El Paso County Attorney’s Office. The Family Protective Order program, Hot Check, and Consumer protection sections were launched with his help as an Assistant County Attorney. He then proceeded to work for the El Paso law firm of Grambling and Mounce in the practice of civil law. In 1988 Sergio established his private practice and has been a solo practitioner for the past 24 years in the area of general civil and criminal law.   

      In 2002, Sergio decided he wanted to give back to his community and to the school system which had provided his educational foundation and the knowledge and values that allowed him to succeed. He first accepted an appointment to the Canutillo Independent School District Board of Trustees in September of 2002, and then elected on May of 2003 to serve a three year term by an overwhelming show of support from his community. 

      The focal point of Sergio’s service on the Board was to enhance the school’s curriculum and provide much needed school facilities. As a board member Sergio used his knowledge in supervising a 35-45 million dollar government budget. He helped build the new Canutillo High School, a beautiful state-of –the-art educational facility which saved taxpayers millions of dollars through inter local agreements and refinancing of the district’s long-term debt. 

      In May of 2005, Sergio was elected President of the Board by his fellow trustees. As President, he assisted his trustees in redefining the mission of the district while at the same time setting goals and higher expectations through a teamwork approach.  

      After consulting with his family, his friends and colleagues, it became apparent that the education and skills which Sergio possessed could bring a new vision and a new direction to the County. El Paso’s stature in the country within education, economic development, and quality of life are major concerns for Sergio Coronado who has a clear vision on unifying all government entities for El Paso’s future. Establishing common goals among the various government entities will lead to a reduction in duplication of services, greater purchasing power, and a progressive master plan for all El Paso County. 

      Sergio has also been active in several community service organizations throughout his career, but above all he is a family man who believes in a balanced life that takes into account work, family, and spiritual needs. Sergio and Kathy have three beautiful children: Catherine Nicole, age 19 a 2008 Canutillo High School graduate who is currently attending University of Texas at El Paso and plans to pursue a degree in Communications and a minor in Political Science, Elizabeth Ann, age 15, who is a sophomore at Canutillo High School and Christopher Frank, age 12, a seventh grader at Canutillo Middle School.
